Four members of PMIHK Community Services Group (CSG), namely Alex Wai-hung 

LEUNG (Vice President), Jenny Yuen-lam TSANG, Sally Suk-yan LEUNG, and David 

Tai-wai CHAU participated in the Ho Fung Gomen school project in Luoding City, 

located to the west side of Guangdong Province in the Mainland during Easter 

Holidays.  This project is led by a group named “ Ho Fung Gomen”, formed by 

alumni of the Ho Fung College, with the goal of providing education for young people 

in the poverty-stricken mountainous regions of China.  They sponsor the first school 

in Luoding City since 2008 and there are now three schools under the sponsorship of 

this project. 

 

The purpose of CSG members to join this trip is to share their expertise in the project 

management of construction projects as well as to gain project management 

experience in different cultural and economic environment.  A group of 50 people, 

with professionals like engineers, doctors, dentist and teachers joined this trip to 

contribute their expertise to help students there. 

 

The group conducted classes for Primary Five and Six students, teaching them some 

daily life English and presented scholarships for the top three students in each class 

to encourage them to study harder.  Doctors and dentists conducted classes for 

junior students teaching them the proper way for teeth care.  Some volunteers also 

visited students’ family to understand their needs and provide financial support. 

 

One of the school renovation projects is still under construction stage.  As project 

management and engineering professionals, our members provided professional 

advices regarding construction works to Ho Fung Gomen for them to keep track of the 

project progress and monitor the quality of work, and also shared project 

management experience on construction projects. 

 

This is a good opportunity for our members to exercise their project management 

skills and understand the needs of students in mountainous regions of China. This 

valuable experience will definitely help the CSG of PMIHK to organize similar 

functions in the future and the CSG may keep on providing support to the Ho Fung
